 This is the last event in a series of six annual reservoir Kanter walks each visiting one of the Dartmoor reservoirs. 

Being a Kanter, this challenge walk has no route description provided, although a suggested route is displayed at the start. A list of grid references to be visited is issued, with questions to be answered related to each point
There are no checkpoints, and it is a self supporting event with refreshments provided at the start and a light meal at the finish

A certificate is awarded at the finish and a commemorative cloth badge for walkers who complete at least three separate Kanters

(ii) There will be no route description and there are no checkpoints. Entrants must determine their own route between given grid reference points which may be visited in any order.  Entrants are to demonstrate proof of visiting each location by answering a relevant question.  A suggested route is displayed for reference at the start. The list of grid references will be available from 2 weeks prior to the event.
(iii) Walkers may start at any time from 8.00am, finishing by 18.30. The latest start times are 9.00am for the 25 mile route, 9.30am for the 19 mile route and 10.00am for the 14 mile route

(iv) Equipment required must include sensible footwear and clothing relevant to prevailing weather conditions, sufficient food and water, Outdoor Leisure map 28, pencil and compass. An ability to adequately use map and compass is essential.

(v) A certificate with light refreshments at the finish is included within the entry fee. A cloth badge will be issued where an entrant has completed at least three separate Kanters.

(vi) Entry form must be signed by a parent or guardian where entrant is under 18 years of age.

(vii) Entrant details will temporarily be held on a computer for the sole purpose of administering the event. The LDWA is registered under The Data Protection Act and is only responsible for events organised by LDWA Groups.
