
anytime Pewsey Downsaround (aPDA)

Challenge Event by Wiltshire LDWA
Thursday 15th April 2021 to Sunday 31st May 2021

This unsupported anytime challenge event is a replacement for the traditional Pewsey Downsaround for 2021 that has been cancelled due to the Coronavirus. Entrants, for this circular walk/run, can participate at a time of their choosing between 15th April 2021 and 31st May 2021 inclusive. The event is entirely unsupported, so there are no refreshments provided, no marshals on the route to provide support in any way. There is only one route available the 26.7 mile version. Possibly the shortest ultra?
This circular walk/run on footpaths and bridleways has beautiful views over the Vale of Pewsey and Marlborough Downs. The route visits many sites of archaeological interest, including; Avebury Stone Circle and Stone Avenue, the Giant’s Grave and Wansdyke. It also passes close to Windmill Hill, Silbury Hill, West Kennet Long Barrow and others.
Entries open: 15th April 2021.

Those taking part can start at any point on the loop. There are a number of car parks on the route, the main ones being at; Pewsey, (SU 162 601), Knap Hill (SU 116 637) and Avebury National Trust £7 free to NT members (SU 099 696) or Silbury Hill (SU 096 685 ).
Route Descriptions and GPX
The route description and gpx file can be downloaded from the link given in the email from SiEntries on signing up to the event.

The route description includes check points but these are for reference only and will not be staffed.
Entry and Fees
Online application and payment is via SiEntries only.

Please note: Due to the LDWA’s insurance policy, anytime challenge events are only open to LDWA members. If you would like to join the LDWA, or are interested in what the LDWA has to offer, please go to www.ldwa.org.uk.

The entry fee is £5 and includes a personalised certificate that will be emailed out to those who have completed the route.
The limit on the number of entrants is 150.
Results and Certificates
Entrants who complete the event can Edit their Entry in SiEntries and input the date completed and time taken. A certificate will then be produced and emailed out in pdf format.
Results will only be counted if completed between 15th April 2021 and 31st May 2021 and results submitted by 14th June 2021. Any entries not submitted by this time will not be eligible for a certificate.

Event Rules
The minimum age for entrants is 16. Entrants below 18 must obtain parent or guardian’s consent and additional conditions may apply.

You agree that the completion time you submit will be the time taken to follow the prescribed route, without mechanical assistance.

Equipment.
As a minimum we suggest that entrants should carry:
· The Route Description

· Paper map (OS Explorer 157 or Landranger 173)
· Compass and Whistle
· Mobile phone (and spare batteries/spare phone if using electronic map)
· Full set of waterproofs
· Hi-viz item

· Suitable footwear in good condition
· Sufficient food and drink (at least 2 litres recommended) for the whole event
· Basic First Aid kit including blister plasters
· Face mask and sanitiser
· Torch with spare batteries. If government guidance permits we recommend you walk with another in darkness
Cancellation Policy
The entry fee covers the cost of entry and there is no provision for refunds unless the event is cancelled.
Privacy, Data Protection and Personal Information
Personal information submitted as part of this entry form will be held by the event organisers for a period of up to three years after the event is held for the purposes of managing this event only. In addition, Summary Information* may be published immediately and may be held in perpetuity for the purposes of providing a record of the event.
